Birdhouses may be ready-made and embellished with personal touches, or hand-made to be completely unique and

The birdhouses are displayed outdoors in The Arboretum’s gardens, so they must be rain and weatherproof. They
should be ready to hang on a hook or mount on a plate with screws (the plates are approximately 2” x 4”).
Birdhouses that weigh more than 10 pounds, or with a base larger than 16” x 167, can NOT be installed on our
poles. Please use waterproof outdoor glue (E-6000, Gorilla glue, etc.) available at craft and hardware stores.

The display will start Friday, September 3, 2010 and end Sunday, September 12, 2010. You may donate your

birdhouse to the silent auction or reclaim it on September 12. The silent auction will end at 3:30 p.m. on September
12. Funds raised will be used for the benefit of The Arboretum. For questions, call The Arboretum at 859-257-6955.
